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Permission to have dogs in the IAA premises

The issue of patrons/members bringing dogs into the premises has arisen occasionally and

was formally raised at the AGM. A spokesperson requested that the Board make a
formal decision on the matter of allowing non-assistance dogs into the Club.

We understand that this is a sensitive matter for all parties involved. Below are some of the
legal regulations concerning assistance dogs. Registered assistance dogs must be allowed
into the premises, bar food preparation areas. Companion dogs are not legally recognised.

We are asking you, the Members, for your thoughts on this issue and request that you
participate in a decision by voting.

Law Society of SA' Owners can be asked to produce evidence that the dog is an assistance dog. Itis
an offence to claim that a dog is an assistance dog unless it is accredited under the Dog and Cat
Management Act 1995 (SA) or covered by the DDA.

South Australia — The Dog and Cat Management Board issues a Disability Dog Pass that s valid
indefinitely.

An assistance animal must meet the requirement of ‘accreditation’ o fall within the definition of
‘assistance animal in the legisiation. In South Australia, only prescribed accreditation bodies may, on
application, accredit a dog, or renew the accreditation of a dog, as an assistance dog. Prescribed
accreditation bodies include the Dog and Cat Management Board; The Royal Society for the Blind of
SAlnc; the Guide Dogs Association of South Australia and Northern Tertitory Inc; Lions Hearing Dogs
Inc; and any other person or body declared by regulation

The Dog and Cat Management Board: There is no definition or recognition of ‘companion dog.
‘therapy dog’ and ‘emotional support dog’ in either Commonwealth or South Australian legislation.
The only type of dog that is recognised s an assistance dog. A person falsely ciaiming that their dog
is an assistance dog may be fined
