St Patrick’s Weekend

Celebrations
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St Brigid’s Day at the
Club

We were absolutely delighted to see such a good
turn out on St Brigid’s Day at the Club with the little
ones making some wonderful traditional craft and
the grown-ups getting a sneak preview of the new
look bar. The story of the ancient traditions of
Imbolc and its meaning to the Celts and its
connections to Brigid were explored, as well as some
Irish language fun for all. Traditional Bridedgi
adorned the Irish club nearing the end of the day
and the families decorated the trees outside the club
in celebration of St Brigid.

The ancient Irish celebrated the feast of
Imbolc on February 1st to mark the
beginning of Spring. The festival was a feast
of purification for farmers. Imbolc was
associated with the goddess Brigid, a Celtic
goddess of healing, smithing, and poetry in
pre-Christian Ireland. She was also

associated with fertility, spring, and life.
